Technica Information

After crushing, the must is left for maceration for 6 to 8 hours at low temperature to achieve the maximum expression of
aromas. The fermentation takes place at a controlled temperature in stainless steel tanks at 14-16° C. The wine making
process includes careful handling at every stage.
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
